Construction of public sewers 

Construction of the scheme is now well underway, with multiple crews installing sewers and pump 

stations.  Streets that may be affected by works in the next fortnight include; 

·  Fagan Place 

(housing area) 

·  Taranui Place 

·  Kanuka Place  

·  Harbourview Drive 

·  Eveline Street 

·  Olsen Ave 

·  Seabreeze Ave 

·  Robert Street 

·  Heather street 

·  Cheviot Street    

Unless you live on one of these streets you may not have noticed that construction has actually started.  

Our intent has been to keep out of busy areas such as Wood Street, Wintle Street, and Molesworth 

Drive during the busy holiday season.  From April onwards construction works will be more obvious.  

We appreciate your patience and tolerance while construction is underway, however if you do have any 

concerns please call EcoCare Project Office on 09 431 4398, Council’s EcoCare Representative 

directly on 09 431 4380, or a member of your Community Liaison Group (see over). 

Construction Hours   

In order to construct the sewerage scheme as quickly as possible, on weekdays equipment set up may 

start as early as 7am, and be operating by 7:30am through to 7pm at the latest.  On Saturdays 

construction will be limited between 9am and 5pm.  No construction work or entry of private property will 

be carried out on Sundays or public holidays. 

Access to private property 

At least 7 days before work is planned to start in your area, you will receive a letter advising of this, 

including an invitation to a street corner meeting and to contact the EcoCare team with any queries or 

concerns.  The letter will also advise that we may need to enter your section for various reasons, 

including checking the location of your existing septic tank.   

Anyone on private property who is working on the EcoCare Project must carry an ID card with a unique 

identity number.  If you want to check the validity of a person carrying a card please call the EcoCare 

Project Office on 09 431 4398, or Council’s EcoCare Representative directly on 09 431 4380. 
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Reinstatement of Property 

There are different crews carrying out the sewer construction and the reinstatement of land (such as 

levelling and re-seeding grass areas, repairing vehicle crossings etc).  The reinstatement crews will 

follow behind the sewer construction crew as quickly as possible but there may be a 1 or 2 week delay. 

Wastewater Treatment Plant 

The site of approximately 100 m by 100 m has now been cleared.  Ground investigation work will now 

be carried out to enable earth works and foundation design to be finalised.  Major earth works to make 

a stable level site for the treatment plant is expected to commence in mid April
