Over 5 kilometres of sewer has now been laid plus structures for 4 of the 11 pump stations are well
under-way. Major works at the treatment plant site is expected to proceed in early next month.

With Projects such as EcoCare, it is common for questions to arise and misunderstandings to
occur.

Sewer construction and reinstatement

Note that only public sewers are being constructed at the moment. The private drains connecting

your property to the sewer can not be done until the treatment plant is ready, expected March 2009.

Streets affected by sewer construction and reinstatement works in the next fortnight may include;

Wintle St - Wharfdale Cr - Quail Way - Devon St
Cullen St - Robert St - Pohutukawa PI - Seabreeze Ave
Olsen Ave - Heather St - Cheviot St - Kainui St

Dey St - Moir Point Rd - Suffolk St - Pearson St

The reinstatement crew (levelling and re-seeding grass areas, repairing vehicle crossings, etc)
follows the sewer construction crew as quickly as possible but there may be a 1 or 2 week delay.
We appreciate your patience during this time. The condition of private property is recorded prior to

commencing work and once we believe reinstatement is complete we will contact you.

How will I know when work is going to start in my street?

At least 7 days before work is planned to start in your area, you will receive a letter including an
invitation to a street corner meeting and to contact us with any queries. The letter will also advise
that we may need to enter your section for various reasons, including checking the location of your

existing septic tank.

Anyone on private property who is working on the EcoCare Project must carry an ID card with a
unigue identity number. If you want to check the validity of a person carrying a card please call the
EcoCare Project Office or Council's EcoCare Representative.
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Rates and Charges

With the Treatment Plant expected to be ready by March 2009, some properties will have a working
sewer connection available in the 2008/09 rating year. Therefore these properties will be levied

wastewater charges at the start of the rating year in July 2008. The charges include;

- the Uniform Annual Charge (service charge). However as the service will only be
available for the last 3 months of the 2008/09 rating year, only % of the full annual charge
($173.23) will be applied.

- the One-Off Uniform Targeted Rate (sewer availability charge). This is a portion of the
capital cost allocated to each user for construction of the sewers, pump stations, treatment

plant and reclaimed water re-use.
These charges are then spread over six instalments in the rating year as with any other rate.

The rates and charges approved by Council and advised in the February 2006 Statement of
Proposal have been updated to allow for assessment of growth, final construction pricing and
inflation. These values are within 1% of applying inflation alone. The revised rates and charges for

2008/09 are as follows. These will be annually adjusted for inflation.

Uniform Annual Uniform Targeted Rate
Charge* (one-off) **
Allotment or household unit created $692.90 $2,654.10"
on or prior to 23 March 2002 (levied over 2 years)
Allotment or household unit created $692.90 $7,516.60 levied over 1 year, or
on or after 24 March 2002 $517.60 each year for 25 years

The above table does not include Development Contributions payable by resource consent holders

creating new allotments by subdivision.

*  Allotments used for non-residential purpose will be levied the Uniform Annual Charge per pan.

Vacant sections will be levied 50% of the Uniform Annual Charge.

**  The Uniform Targeted Rate will be levied in the year when service is expected to become

available. The Uniform Targeted Rate will not be levied on vacant sections.

# The reduced Uniform Targeted Rate includes the application of the fixed government sanitary

works subsidy of $4862.50 per property.
