Join Us for the Official Site Blessing, Ground-Breaking Ceremony and Public Forum

On the 14th of January 2008 construction of the Mangawhai EcoCare Wastewater Scheme will begin.
There will be a Karakia (Blessing) followed by speeches from Te Uri O Hau Kaumatua, and Kaipara
District Council's Mayor and Chief Executive. Then there will be the official ground-breaking to initiate
construction. We are still finalising details for this special day however the ceremony will be followed by
morning tea and an open forum at The Club in Molesworth Drive, where Council and Earth Tech staff

will be available to discuss your queries and concerns with you.

What is EcoCare?

In late 2005 Earth Tech was awarded the contract to design, build and operate the Mangawhai EcoCare

Wastewater Scheme. The major elements include:
21 kilometres of sewers through Mangawhai Heads and Village,
15 pumping stations,
6km of rising main,
a small footprint wastewater treatment plant in Mangawhai Park,
an 11km reclaimed water transfer pipeline,
a reclaimed water storage dam, and

an irrigation system.
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How will this affect me?

There will be disruption to traffic and private property during construction. The EcoCare team will do all
that is practicable to minimise the impacts on the community and to take into account all queries and
concerns put forward. We request co-operation and patience from residents and visitors alike — the

faster we can construct the scheme the sooner Mangawhai will have a safer, cleaner harbour.

If you are planning any building works such as fences, decks, sheds, driveways and structural
alterations to your property, please contact the EcoCare Project Office (see below) so that we can
coordinate your works with the construction of the public sewers and private drains. This will bring

benefit to all parties and help to minimise inefficiencies.
