Thank you all for your patience and tolerance during the last extremely wet six weeks.  The 

reinstatement works have been held up by the weather because of ground conditions and because 

resources have been diverted to ensure impact on stormwater drainage from the sewer construction 

is minimised during the rainfall events.  With better weather we hope to catch up with reinstatement. 

How is construction of the wastewater scheme progressing? 

Over one third of the public sewers have now been constructed and now 9 of the 11 pump stations 

are at various stages of completion. Earthworks on the treatment plant site are progressing well with 

site levelling nearly done, following which is a period of pre-load to ensure the site is stable before 

civil construction starts. Design work for the reclaimed water transfer pipeline and storage dam on 

Council’s farm is progressing well, with construction planned to begin in November this year.   

Construction of pump stations 

Due to the nature of gravity sewerage, pump stations are generally located in low points.  Therefore 

to construct these requires digging a large hole that often fills with ground water.  Sometimes it is 

necessary to pump the groundwater out of the hole, particularly after the concrete base of the pump 

station is poured.  This means that sometimes a small generator and pump will operate overnight to 

keep the pump well dry.  These will be enclosed to minimise nuisance from noise, however to 

completely silence them is not feasible.  If a generator and pump is to operate overnight near your 

property then we will try to let you know as soon as possible. 

As noted above, construction of most of the main pump stations is now under-way.  One of these is 

in Alamar Crescent in the parking area under the trees.  Construction of this pump station means 

that the parking under the trees will not be available for some time.  We aim to have the area 

reinstated and usable well before Christmas.    

How do I find out more? 

Rumours are usual for a project such as this, but are not necessary.  There is plenty of information 

about the project publicly available.  Our website outlines which streets are affected by construction, 

frequently asked questions, plans of the scheme, grinder pump information, Council’s Statement of 

Proposal outlining rates, the Resource Consent report and conditions, and the Project Information
