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Resource Consents Granted! 

Northland Regional Council have on Thursday 22nd March 2007, granted Resource Consent for the required 

consents sought, and with delegated authority have designated the site proposed for the waste water 

treatment plant.   

This fantastic news comes after many years of planning and community consultation and means we can now 

take a definite leap forward in protecting our harbour for future generations.  EcoCare will enable residents and 

visitors alike to continue to swim and gather shellfish in the estuary as well as helping to maintain and sustain 

the environment and long-term economic health of Mangawhai. 

What Happens Now? 

Those individuals and organisations who made submissions during the consent application notification period 

will be advised of their rights in the decision letter that will be issued by the Northland Regional Council.   

Submitters have 15 working days in which they may appeal to the Environment Court the decisions made by 

Northland Regional Council.  If there are no appeals, construction is likely to commence within weeks. 

However, the project may be delayed should an appeal to the Environment Court be lodged. 

If there are no appeals, a newsletter will be posted to residents and ratepayers describing the process from
