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1.1 Interpretation: 

 For the purposes of the proposed Kaipara District Public Places Liquor Control Bylaw and unless 

otherwise stated, the following terms have the given meanings: 

 ‘Act’ refers to the Local Government Act 2002 

 ‘Council’ means the Kaipara District Council 

 ‘Liquor’ has the meaning given to it in the Sale of Liquor Act 1989 

 ‘Offence’ means an offence under Section 239 of the Local Government Act 2002 that is a 

breach of this Bylaw 

 ‘Public Place’  

a) means a place:  

 i)  that is under the control of the Council; and 

 ii)  that is open to, or being used by, the public, whether or not there is a charge for 

admission; and 

          b)  includes: 

 i)  a road, whether or not the road is under the control of the Council; and 

 ii)  any part of a public place. 

 ‘Specified Public Place’ means a public place specified in the Kaipara District Public Places 

Liquor Control Bylaw, and in respect of which the prohibitions and controls in the Bylaw will apply. 

1.2   The following activities are prohibited activities in any specified public place listed in Schedule 1 

to this Bylaw: 

a) The consumption of liquor; 

b)  The bringing of liquor into that place; 

c)  The possession of liquor; 

d)  The presence or use of a vehicle in conjunction with any prohibition relating to liquor 

in a) to c). 

1.3 The specified public places, dates and times set out in the schedule of this Bylaw maybe added 

to or amended from time to time by publicly notified resolution of Council, under section 151(2) of 

the Act. 

1.4 The carrying out of the prohibited activities listed in 14.2 above, in a specified public place, is an 

offence. 

1.5 Any member of the New Zealand Police may exercise the power to search without notice 

contained in section 170(2) of the Act, in a specified public place. 

1.6  This Bylaw does not prohibit, in the case of liquor in an unopened bottle or other unopened 

container: 
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 a) The transport of that liquor from premises that adjoin a specified public place during any 

period when, under the Sale of Liquor Act 1989, it is lawful to sell liquor on those premises 

for consumption off the premises, provided the liquor is promptly removed from the 

specified public place; 

 b) The transport of that liquor from outside a specified public place for delivery to premises 

that adjoin that specified public place, provided the premises are licensed for the sale of 

liquor under the Sale of Liquor Act 1989; 

 c)  The transport of that liquor from outside a specified public place to premises that adjoin a 

specified public place: 

 i)  by, or for delivery to, a resident of those premises or by his or her bona fide visitors; 

or 

 ii) from those premises to a place outside the specified public place by a resident of 

those premises, provided the liquor is promptly removed from the specified public 

place. 

1.7 For the avoidance of doubt, this Bylaw shall not apply to those areas within a specified a public 

place that are: 

 i) areas licensed under the Sale of Liquor Act 1989 for the sale and/or consumption of liquor; 

or 

 ii) areas of outdoor pavement seating that form part of a licensed premise.   

1.8 The Council or an Authorised Officer may grant a dispensation in writing from full compliance with 

any provision in this Bylaw where, in the opinion of the Council or Authorised Officer, any 

provision would needlessly or injuriously affect, or result in inconvenience or loss to any person, 

organisation or business without any corresponding benefit to the public. 

1.8.1 An application together with any prescribed fee1 may be made for dispensation under Clause 

14.8 which shall be in writing and shall give full details of the reasons for the application, the relief 

sought and any supporting information. 

1.8.2 The Council or an Authorised Officer may either refuse or grant an application for dispensation or 

grant consent to the application, subject to such conditions as are considered appropriate. 

1.9  Any person who is convicted of an offence against this Bylaw is liable to a fine under section 

242(4) of the Act, being a fine not exceeding $20,000, or any other penalty as may be prescribed 

under the Act Part 9, Subpart 3 (Infringement Offences) of the Act. 
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This Bylaw applies to the following specified public places on the dates and for the periods specified: 

Mangawhai: The liquor controls in Mangawhai apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the 

following day, on each day throughout the year.

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Mangawhai Specified Public Places 

All public places in the Mangawhai area shown in Map 1, Schedule 2, which includes Mangawhai 

Village and Mangawhai Heads and Mangawhai Heads Surf Beach areas. 

 Dargaville: The liquor controls in Dargaville apply year round and are in force 24 hours a day.   

 Dargaville Specified Public Places 

 All public places shown in Map 2, Schedule 2, which includes: 

� Bassett Street between Logan Street and River Road, 

� Logan Street between Bassett Street to the Kaihu River Bridge  

� River Road between Bassett Street to the Kaihu River Bridge 

� Murdoch Street between River Road to Logan Street 

� Campbell Terrace between River Road to Logan Street 

� Kings Court Avenue between River Road to Logan Street  

� Normanby Street between Kaihu River Bridge and Hokianga Road 

� Victoria Street between the Kaihu River Bridge and Grey Street 

� Edward Street between Victoria Street and Normanby Street 

� Hokianga Road between Victoria Street and Gordon Street 

� Gordon Street between Hokianga Road and Grey Street 

� Portland Street between Normanby Street and Gordon Street 

� Parore Street between Totara Street and Gordon Street 

� Awakino Road between Victoria Street and Gordon Street 

� Jervois Street between Awakino Road and Grey Street 

� Cranley Street  

� Churchill Street between Onslow Street and Grey Street 

� All public spaces and reserves from Victoria Street (between Kaihu River Bridge and 

Grey Street) to the Wairoa River 

� Selwyn Park (excluding the Selwyn Park Motor Camp) 

� Taha Awa Riverside Gardens 

� Jaycee Park (next to the Northern Wairoa RSA on Hokianga Road) 

� Memorial Park (located off Logan Street) 

Ruawai: The liquor controls at Ruawai apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the following 

day, on each day throughout the year. 

Ruawai Specified Public Places 

All public places, as shown in Map 3, Schedule 2, which includes: 

� 410 metres along Freyberg Road from the intersection with Bledisloe Street 

� Along Jellicoe Street 790 metres from the intersection with Dunn Road 

� Ruawai Wharf Road 

� Park on Bledisloe Street 

� Stopbank Road 
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Kaihu: The liquor controls at Aranga Beach apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the 

following day, on each day throughout the year.  

Kaihu Specified Public Places 

All public places, as shown in Map 4, Schedule 2, bound by the points 100 metres south along 

State Highway 12 from the intersection with Kaihu Wood Road, and 200 metres North along State 

Highway 12 from the intersection with Kaihu Wood Road, and 500 metres along Kaihu Wood 

Road from State Highway 12.  

Aranga Beach: The liquor controls at Aranga Beach apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am 

the following day, on each day throughout the year.  

Aranga Beach Specified Public Places 

All public places, as shown in Map 5, Schedule 2, is bound by a point 685 metres along Aranga 

Coast Road from the intersection with Aranga Beach Road, to the end of Aranga Coast Road, 

and includes the length of Aranga Beach Road to Mean High Water Springs along this road.  

Omamari: The liquor controls at Omamari apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the 

following day, on each day throughout the year.  

Omamari Specified Public Places 

All public places, as shown in Map 6, Schedule 2, is bound from 340 metres north along Omamari 

Road from the intersection with Babylon Coast Road and Omamari Beach Road, and from 

120 metres south along Babylon Coast Road from the intersection with Omamari Road and 

Omamari Beach Road, this includes the entire length of Omamari Beach Road, and any public 

places within 200 metres of these roads.  

Baylys: The liquor controls at Baylys apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the following 

day, on each day throughout the year.  

Baylys Specified Places 

All public places, as shown in Map 7, Schedule 2, is bound by a point 65 metres east along Ripiro 

Drive to the intersection with Seaview Road and encompasses all public places, which includes:  

� All of Seaview Road 

� Public places to Mean High Water Springs 

Glinks Gully: The liquor controls at Glinks Gully apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the 

following day, on each day throughout the year.  

Glinks Gully Specified Public Places 

The liquor control area includes all public places, as shown in Map 8, Schedule 2, and includes 

the entire length of Marine Drive North and Marine Drive, to a point 280 metres along Glinks 

Road from the intersection of Glinks Road with Marine Drive.  This is to include the area west of 

Marine Drive and Marine Drive North to Mean High Water Springs.   

Pouto: The liquor controls at Pouto apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the following day, 

on each day throughout the year.  
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Pouto Specified Public Places 

The liquor control area includes all public places, as shown in Map 9, Schedule 2, from a point 

50 metres North from the intersection of Pouto Road with Signal Station Road, along Pouto Road 

south to Mean High Water Springs, this is to include all of Signal Station Road and the area south 

of this road to Mean High Water Springs. 

Te Kopuru 

The liquor controls at Te Kopuru apply for the period from 8:30pm to 7:00am the following day, on 

each day throughout the year. 

Te Kopuru Specified Public Places 

The liquor control area includes all public places, as shown in map 10, Schedule 2, from a point 

170 metres south from the intersection of Norton Street and Pouto Road.  Along Norton Street to 

the intersection with West Coast Road.  Along West Coast Road between, Norton Street and 

Pouto Road.  Along Pouto Road for 50 metres south from the intersection with West Coast Road. 

See map 10 in Schedule 2 for the proposed liquor control area.
